A Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) is signed between Future Pioneers for
Empowering Communities (FPEC), Greater Irbid Municipality, Greater Irbid Chamber of
Commerce, and Greater Irbid Chamber of Industry to strengthen the adoption of circular
economy

FPEC has signed a (MOU) with the Greater Irbid Municipality, Irbid Chamber of Commerce
and Irbid Chamber of Industry to encourage and enhance the adoption of the Circular
Economy (CE) in Irbid Governorate as part of the (INNOMED-UP) project activities.



This (MOU) is vital since it will serve the national strategy for solid waste management and
work on finding a positive impact on the income of workers in this field, in terms of
improving their production, increasing income, securing job opportunities, and contributing to
efforts to preserve the environment and available limited resources and reduce waste.

Through this (MOU), the Greater Irbid Chamber of Commerce and Chamber of Industry,
which represent the private sector, professionals, traders, and factory owners, confirm to work
on networking small and medium enterprises operating in the field of (CE) and introducing
them to traders and owners of commercial and industrial stores, whose work results in
recyclable waste and the remnants of industries such as cloth, wood and tires and plastics and
others, and support awareness and promotion programs on the concept of circular economy
(CE) and waste recycling activities among the target groups.

Meanwhile, the municipality cooperates to reduce the waste collection fees owed on the
"profession license" up to 50% for shops and malls that are committed to supporting (CE)
programs, sorting their waste, and providing them to the municipality. It will also support the
awareness programs adopted by the INNOMED - UP project on the concept of (CE) and how
to be applied by the private sector and local communities. In addition to this, the municipality
will help in providing containers of different sizes and types dedicated to sorting waste such
as cardboard, paper, plastic, and others.

Under this (MOU), (FPEC) provides training and capacity building programs on (CE) in Irbid
Governorate to improve the production and income of participating companies and small and
medium-sized professionals. The (FPEC) will work on providing a funding program for
small-medium enterprises interested in the (CE) through fair and transparent competition.

The (MOU) was signed by the Mayor of Greater Irbid Municipality, Dr. Qablan Muhammad
Al-Sharif, the President of the Irbid Chamber of Commerce, Mr. Muhammad Al-Shuha, and
the President of the Irbid Chamber of Industry, Mr. Hani Abu Hassan, and the General
Director of the Future Pioneers for Empowering Communities (FPEC), Eng.
